It is on this day in the year 1959, that a batch of
10 policemen who had gone as a patrolling party to a place called "Hot Springs", in
the icy wilderness of our borders in Ladakh were ambushed and shot dead by the
Chinese Army, plunging the whole nation in sorrow. Since then, to commemorate
the martyrdom of these brave policemen we have been holding a Parade on this day
every year to mourn their death and to re-dedicate ourselves to the people and our
country.
                The police today are engaged not only in the task of maintaining law and
order but also in combating violent criminals, terrorists and anti-social / anti-national
elements. Every year, in this great task of providing safety and security to the law-
abiding citizens, many officers and men lay down their lives. We remember the
supreme sacrifice of all these brave officers and men on this day.
                The names of those officers and men who have laid down their lives in the
performance of their duties during the preceding year are read out on the occasion
of the Commemoration Parade and a wreath is laid on the cenotaph. This is an
occasion to remember those who made the supreme sacrifice and re-dedicate
ourselves to the service of the motherland.
